Everything you are seeing is 
a penalty, darn near.  I saw that turnover 
called ippon, too.  Could not believe my 
eyes.  Worse, these guys celebrate the 
victories as if they had actually done 
something right. 
    The poor score calling is what it 
is.  Horrible.  Coaches and high level players 
now train to win this game, not the game of 
judo as we know it.  In many respects, it 
reminds me of school grading in the 
U.S.  The idea that we must adjust grades to 
accommodate the weaker students, test to 
the common denominator.  As we used to 
say in Pango-Pango back in '42, "Crap 
happens.  When it happens all the time, it 
rules."
